For the second year,RNA supported the Council of Forest Industries z(COFI) five, 2-day natural

resource management camps Targeted to high school students, eighteen secondary institutions

participated from across north-central BC. RNA also supported the Nechako White Sturgeon
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delivered presentations aimed at Grades 4, 5, and 10and carried out effectiveness evaluations.

In partnership with the District of Mackenzie, and the Ministry of Forests , Lands and Natural
Resource Operations(MFLNRO) + Mackenzie District, RNA contributed to leadership training

activities in the community of Mackenzie, to enhance skills development as part of an ongoing
effort to accelerate their recovery from wide spread mill closures in recent years. Significant
time was also invested in general promotion of the Association through participation in local,
regional and international trade shows and networking events.

Under the Engaging Communities program , RNA continued work on the Northern Climate
Change Network, expanding the online resources and liaison activities to provide support for
adaptation strategies for communities to address the effects of climate change. The Association
also initiated a long-term project to explore the needs and activities surrounding cumulati ve
impact management.



Great strides were made this year in projects contributing to the Operational Integration
program area. Partner-led projects included developing and understanding terrestrial lichen
communities as they relate to caribou habitat and habitat requirements in the Omineca Region
of north -central BC, and monitoring the movements and habitat use of woodland caribou herds ,
as well as their predators (wolves). RNA worked with caribou researchers and the three
northern recovery implementation g roups to provide financial and website management
services (vww.centralbccaribou.ca).

As a patrticipant in the Model Forest community, RNA also continued as an active member of
both the International and Canadian Model Forest Networks, and provided input into
numerous meetings and strategic initiatives.

Meetings were held with local experts, representatives of the Ministry of Agriculture, and the
Federation of BC Woodlot Associations, to explore agroforestry demonstration opportunities

and partnerships. The request for proposals from federal agroforestry funds (announced July
16, 2010 were delayed to June 2011 and likewise delayed the development of a project
proposal. However, RNA has maintained and deepened relationships with these partners to
work collaboratively on developing project ideasin anticipation of a request for proposals in the
new fiscal year.

To complete the extension activities from the delivery of the workshop held March 2010 to
facilitate increased awareness and understanding of the potential of biomass energy systems to
improve the living conditions and well -being of local communities and First Nations.

Report:

On March 3rd and 4th, 2010,RNA and FORREX held a workshop in Prince George, BC, to
explore bioenergy opportunities for Northern communities facing the impacts of the Mountain
Pine Beetle epidemic. Approximately 100 attendees discussed the current and future position of
the biomass energy sector in the context of the current low carbon economy, as well as this

Speakers addressed a broad range of topics, including: difficulty in accessing fibre and
strategies to overcome this challenge; engaging in planning exercises to determine existing
assets and capacity for bioenergy projects; understanding the economics of a project;
understanding the technologies available as well as current legislation and guidelines, the
importance of partnerships; and the need to consult with local First Nations in a meaningful
way. Several case studies were presented to demonstrate the successes and challenges that loc
communities have faced. Finally, information was provided to participants and a panel
discussion provided insights on available funding sources.

The complete workshop proceedings, PowerPoint presentations and resource materials were
completed in August 2010 and printed copies were distributed to all workshop participants.
The digital version was posted on the RNA website under the Bioenergy tab:
www.resourcesnorth.org .

An unexpected outcome of this project emerged through the collaborative efforts of the

Workshop Steering Committee to update the BC Biomass Guide (formerly An Information Guide
on PursuingBiomass Energy Opportunities and Technologies in British Columbiais was released
at the same time as the Proceedings and printed copies were distributed to all workshop
participants as well as to stakeholders and investors to help develop bioenergy projects in BC
using wood waste and other biomass resources. For more information, please see thePress
Release and Backgrounderalso under the Bioenergy tab of the RNA website.

update the guide was provided by the BC Bioenergy Network, Western Economic

The community of Mackenzie, BC has experienced significant economic impacts with the
downturn in the forestry sector and subsequent shut-down of mills. Part of the ongoing
recovery and community development initiatives include a follow -up interactive learning event
to be delivered to a wide spectrum of sector, field and surrounding community stakeholders.



RNA provided support toward the delivery of these sessions.

Thirty -four people participated in the two day, Phase | + Community Leadership event in
March, 2011 in Mackenzie. The participant profile was: 3 from Mackenzie Secondary School, 7
from the Community, 9 from local industry, and 15 from the Ministry of Forests, Lands and
Natural Resource Operations. Participants were exposed to two full days of working
experience with: Non-Directive Coaching, Giving and Receiving Feedback, Having Difficult
Conversations, and Enhancing Personal and Collective Accountability. Participant enthusiasm
during the event was excellent. The inclusion of young partic ipants from Mackenzie Secondary
was a huge success. This session formed an excellent foundation for the follow up phases
planned for May and October 2011. The overall program should enhance community
leadership and engagement generally and should support the District of Mackenzie in
developing its Community Sustainability Plan.

The Post Session Survey showed excellent results for the Agenda, Program Delivery, and
Results. The results for Preparation were much less favorable and a number of comments
indicated a need for more pre-session information and preparation. These comments have been
taken into account and more notice and background information was added for Phase II.

CIM continues to grow as a priority for the Province, First Nations, Industries and
Communities. There are several perspectives, factors and implications surrounding these
issues. As such there is a critical need to undertake consultations, conduct interviews, assess
information and develop a business case for a multi-year process addressing CIM and
overlapping tenur es.RNA activities in this area have progressed in two areas.

First, the Association has engaged in several discussions with senior managers within the
"UOPOzUwUI UOU Udain wdsit b Bréjdcts) ar Ghi€iatives they had with respect to
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CIM. From this, RNA learned about three demonstration projects that have been undertaken
across the province as well asa meeting to develop a joint CIM proposal between the Ministry

of Environment and the Mining Exploration Association of British Columbia to the Canada
Water Network. The Association is progressively establishing linkages with these various
groups to offer facilitation, financial and project management servicesfor CIM initiatives.

As well, a cross section of industry and one First Nation contacted the Association in the fall of
2010 o EE@UDUI wil- z wit BEidghg togetéd Edrown agencies, government and
others to address land and resource managementissues of mutual concern. There have been
several discussions with the proponents as well as with crown agency staff and all have

interest. This initiative was carried into the next fiscal work plan for 2011/12.

2.3 PROGRAM AREA: OPERATIONAL INTEGRAT ION

Caribou Research, Modeling and Extension

Project Number 3010 Year Initiated: 2005

Project Leaders Wildlife Infometrics; Ministry of Forests Expected Completion: 2012
and Range; and Ministry of Environment

Purpose:

Caribou research provides critical information for land managers and industry sectors and
integrated into their operational planning. This is an important component of IRM in central
and northern BC, where caribou habitat overlaps with industrial, recreational, residential, and
agricultural developments. These projects are developing modeling tools to make clear,
knowledgeable, and explainable management decisions to support effective conservation of
caribou and their range.

Report:

RNA continues to provide local caribou researchers with financial management, and extension
servicesto support the objectives of this research and promote implementation of the outcomes.
An important component to this is making the results and management recommendations

readily available to resource managers through the central caribou recovery initiatives website
(www.centralbccaribo u.ca). RNA manages and maintains this online resource as part of the
project team.

The project partners are focusing on monitoring the movements and habitat use of woodland
caribou herds and their predators on the east side of the Rocky Mountains, west of Fort St. John
and Dawson Creek, BC. The purpose is to collect information on the population status and
habitat requirem ents of woodland caribou herds in the central Rocky Mountains Ecoregion that
can be used to inform land use decisions and conservation planning. Caribou in the study area
are nationally listed as Threatened, and the area is experiencing a wide range of naural and
industrial impacts including mines, oil and gas development, wind -power, forest harvesting,
backcountry recreation and mountain pine beetle.

In 2010/2011 mdio-collared caribou were monitored in 5 different herds to determine seasonal
movements, habitat use and adult survival rates. Calf recruitment surveys and winter
population counts were conducted to monitor population trends. Habitat monitoring and
caribou feeding studies were conducted at Kennedy Siding to evaluate the response of caribou
and their habitat to mountain pine beetle attack. The research program also monitored radio -
collared wolves to determine if human caused landscape change increases wolf movements into
core caribou habitats. This study of wolf movements on caribou range wa s completed in the
Tumbler Ridge area and will be written up as a M.Sc. thesis atthe University of Northern BC
(UNBC). Twenty-one additional caribou were captured and radio -collared in March of 2011
which will allow monitor ing of these herds to cntinue.

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Resource development in the area must be carefully planned to reduce any negative impacts on
these caribou herds. In response, a wide range of stakeholders has come together to fund and
support these research programs. Results from this project were used to inform Environmental
Assessments and land use decisions related to coal mines, windpower and forest harvesting
over the past year. Research and funding partners include the provincial government and First
Nations, UNBC, coal industry, oil and gas in dustry, and the forest industry. All deliverables for
these projects were posted to the centralbccaribou.ca website.

RNA also engaged in national level activities related to caribou. The 3western members of the
Canadian Model Forest Network (CMFN) includ ing Resources North, Manitoba Model Forest,
Prince Albert Model Forest and Foothills Research Institute initiated a process to work more
collaboratively on caribou management and bridge the gaps between our individual
jurisdictions. In October 2010, at the 13" North American Caribou Workshop held in Winnipeg,
the western Canadian Model Forests met together, along with each of their provincial and
federal caribou biologists and lead researchers and managers to establish an understanding of
the work that had been done to date, to identify gaps, and to determine next steps in working
towards solutions for caribou populations. The participants of the meeting agreed to form the
Western Canadian Model Forests Caribou Working Committee to oversee these efforts. Several
collaboration opportunities were discussed and the group identified an overwhelming need to
UUx x OUUWEwWOUOUDPI UUEOI T OOCET Uwl OT ET1 Ol OUasxalm
priority . The Committee submitted a Letter of Inquiry to the Ivey Foundation to support this
work, which would include a compilation report on best practices in caribou management and
multi -stakeholder engagement to inform the development and implementation of caribou
recovery and action plans. Unfortunately, the LOI wa s not accepted and the Committee will
need to regroup next fiscal year to determine next steps.
